CANADA

THERE ARE TWO MAJOR STEPS to take if you wish to study in Canada at the secondary or post-secondary level.  Foremost, you must be accepted into a program of study by a recognised Canadian school board, secondary school or post-secondary institution.  Secondly, you must apply for and be granted a student authorisation (and visa if required) from Canadian immigration authorities (see below).  Together, these two procedures take time, and you should begin the entire process of application at least one year in advance of the date you wish to commence study in Canada.

Canada does not have a national education system.  Public education is under the jurisdiction of each of the ten provinces and three territories.  Students interested in elementary and second level education may obtain information on public (state) school boards and a list of private schools by contacting the International Education Office of the provincial and territorial Ministries of Education (see addresses in Annex A).

University and college admission requirements, programs and courses available, and fees vary from one institution to another.  You must therefore find out which institutions offer the programs you want to take and contact them directly for more detailed information.  The Embassy can provide a list showing which universities offer programs in particular subjects.  Please send a stamped, addressed A4 envelope to the Academic Relations Division, indicating the subject of interest to you.  The calendars of many Canadian universities and other relevant directories are available in the library of the Canadian Embassy.  The Reference Library is open to the public between 09:00-13:00 and 14:00-16:30 (Monday to Friday).
