	HiPACT offers undergraduates the chance to both gain valuable experience running workshops with UK school students, and to use their new gained skills on projects in Africa. The students spend two weeks working on Summer Schools at British universities; these schools give the students both useful CV experience and the chance to train as group leaders. The students then embark on 4-6 week projects in Africa, these are varied and could involve teaching, lecturing or marketing. There are no costs to join the scheme, and for the UK Summer Schools the students actually get paid. They will receive £300 for working in the UK, following that the only expenses they will have to cover is their flight to Africa, visa and insurance.
